Hurricane Belle, Critical Focus and a
hastily-convened committee of one has
prepared for the Pioneer Valley Belle
Ringer Awards.

This highly-coveted, and heretofore
unheard of, citation is given on each
occasion of a hurricaneftropical storm
named Belle in recognition of those radio
ltelevision news and production persons
whose service to the public blew above
and beyond the call of duty.

The envelopes please:

To the television news crew and sta-
tion management of WWLP Channel 22
goes a Belle With Four Clappers Award
for the decision, made early Monday
morning, to stay on the air throughout
the night.

(An extra clapper goes to whoever
decided to carry reruns of The Untouch-
ables, if only to let us know what real
television violence is all about.)

Whatever you may feel about the
professionalism of the broadcasts, in-
cluding mislaid weather advisories, this
was television news in the making.

No prepared scripts, tape of condi-
tions in downtown Springfield run aimost
as soon as available, no ‘news assistant’
to run the countless errands that make
for a smooth-running operation.

Station officials estimate a cost of
$2,000 with no advertising revenue for
running the transmitter four extra hours
and overtime for 14 staff people.

A second Belle With Four Clappers
goes to WEFSB Television, Channel 3 in
Hartford for their all-night broadcast.
Richard Ahles, WFSB director of public
affairs, estimates three hours of news
cut-ins throughout the two-day period in
addition to an extra-half hour special fol-
Jowing the regular 6 p.m. newscast and a
full hour on “New England Journal”
Tuesday morning.

An extra clapper goes to Rachel
Spillane at 3 who translated much of the
news coverage, including weather advi-
sories and civilian advice, into sign lan-
guage for the deaf and hearing impaired.

In contrast, WHYN Television,

. Channel 40 went off the air at the end of

normal programming with instructions
to tune to WHYN Radio throughout the
night (see below).

On the audio side of hurricane cover-
age, a number of Belle Ringer awards go
to area radio stations for their efforts.

A Belle Ringer With Single Clapper

goes to WSPR Radio for coverage.until .

1.30 am., 90 minutes past the station’s .

normal sign-off time.

News Director Sy Becker said
WSPR would have stayed.on the air as
Jong as necessary, but decided by 1.30

" that the storm was abating.

A second Belle Ringer With Single
Clapper for good intentions goes to
WNUS Radio in West Springfield. Not be-
cause the station, just eight months old,
stayed on the air past normal sign-off
time, but because it was prepared to.

““This was the only story on Monday
and we stayed on it all day,” a station
spokesman told The Union. “And we had
plans to go on all night if necessary.”

With a continual news format and al-
most immediate access to an emergency
generator in the event of power loss, the
spokesman believes there will never be a
question of where to go for instantaneous
news in any emergency situation.

A Single Clapper Without Belle goes
to WHYN Radio, the most powerful AM
radio station in Western Massachusetts,
‘which is designated, and also funded, by
the federal government as ihe emergen-
cy station for this area.

* Under advice of Channel 22, more
than one Valley resident purchased new
batteries for his transistor radio and bat-
tened down for the night with his radio
dial tuned to “56” in case the unexpected
bappened.

{read disc jockeys) for both AM and FM
stations at regular half hour intervals.

“These news reports, explained Sta-
tion Manager Phil Drumheller, were
updated or rewritten for each broadcast
as weather advisories changed. (This by
two announcers with their own shows to
broadcast, working in separate studios
located 2 minimum of 300 feet from the
station news room.)

At 2.30 am. the announcers called
Assistant News Director Ron Russell
who came in at 3 (90 minutes before his
normal starting hour).

+  Russell, by the way, lives across the
Conneeticut River in Agawam and would
be due for high commendation if he had
had to cross either the Memorial or
South End Bridge in the midst of a full-
blown hurricane.

Drumbheller told The Union he saw
no coniradiction between the station’s
status as a member of the Emergency
Broadcast System and the fact that there
was no coverage during those hours by a
member of the station’s regular news
team. -
“It didn’t appear there was a need to
call in people or hold on {o people,”
Drumheller said. “I think it's a plus, too,
that we didn’t overreact and create an
emergency atmosphere.”

Radio and television personnel con-
tacted by The Union were unanimously
“delighted” that all the effort, and ex-
pense, was for nothing. -

““There are a lot of people out there
who just wouldn’t take Belle seriously,”
Channel 22’s Bob Donahue said. “In fact
we got a sarcastic letter from one viewer
who wanted to know if it was time to
empty his bathtub_”
