Newspapers Aid  Staff
With TV Using ABC,
Radio CBS Naticnally

WHYN-Radio and TV are pre-
paring an electlion news roundup
which management confidently
feels will provide the stations’
many thousands of listeners
first rate, and very lalest news

locally, regionally and nation-
ally.

Channel 40 will carry the-
ABC-TV Network's coverage,

headed up by John Daly and
employing Univac, the electron-
ic marvel that will predict how
the races are going in key lo-
cations very early election night
Tuesday. Backing up ABC News
Chief Daly will be a 1000-man
staff, including a team of 30
veteran ABC News commenta-
tors who swing into operatxon

at 9 p. m.
Charnel 40's local and vre-
gional coverage will center

around & news team spearhead-
ed by WHYN-TV Newscaster
John Deegan, who will be sup-

plied with very latest Western .

Massachusetts news direct from
the editorial offices of The
Springtield Newspapers, plus
correspondents localed at key
points in the loocal area. State
returns will be co-ordinated by
United  Press  International
through its leased news serv-
ice wires.

WHYN-Radio is prepared to
do its usual “‘first, fast and fac-
tual’”’ local and area news job,
headed by Newscaster Jack
Sheahan at the WHYN Radio

Television Center and aided
there by George Wildey, with
another news team at The

Springfield Newspapers editor-
ial ofice, including Garry Garri-
son and Noah LaMountain,
broadcasting direct as results
are’ assimulated. Radio corre-
spondents in key areas in New
England will provide ‘*beeper”
telephone reports at frequent in-
tervals.

Loca! coverage of the returns
will be heard on a general
schedule of five-minute cut-ins
every 30 minutes, spaced at 25
.and 53 minutes past each hour
(9.25 p. m.,, 9.55 p. m., etc.)
The same general programing
is in effect for both Channel 40
and WHYN-Radio.

To round out the radio news
picture, WHYN will carry the
ZBS. News Network's national
coverage, headed by the vet-
eran Bob Trout and backed up
by a huge stalf of experienced
CBS newsmen Jocated in CBS
Election News Central in New
York, and spotted throughout
the U. 8. CBS also will be aided
by another electronic marvel—
An IBM 7090 computer—in di-
gesting basic information to
provide an early forecast.

All in all, WHYN-Radio and
TV is getting ready for a big
job—covering the most import-
ant presidential  election in
many. years. Tune either Chan-
nel 40 or WHYN-Radio at 560
starting at 9 Tuesday night for
latest election results, locally,
regionally and nationally,

Groucho has grown
his own discreet moustache and
has been playing it almost
straight ever since he took to
TV. Gummgo retired years ago
to become a business manager.
Chico also has called it quits.
And now Harpo, the only one of
the four who still plays it like a
true Marx Brother, has elected
io go straight. It's as though
Times Square were to be done
away with.

This week Harpo is laboring
mizhtily in the Four Star vine-
vmds at the old Republic lot.
He wears a wig, to be sure, but
that's only because unfor tunate-
ly he has no hair of his own.
The wig, however, is a straight
wig. Which is to say it ]ool\s
like hair rather than a magnifi-
cent mop. A slightly-built little
fellow who stands only six
inches over five feet, he is play-
ing the first straight dramatic
role of his career as a deaf
mute in a June Allyson show
episode htled “The Dummy.”

The plot Of “The Dummy”’
is no great shakes as plots go.
It's the one about the witnesg
to a murder who is tracked
down by the murderer. Har-
po, as a mechanical man in a
toy-store window, witnesses
the murder but can’t tell any-
one about it. Can't talk. Can't
hear. He can’t write, either.

“When they sent me the
script,” Harpo told me on the
set, “‘the first thing I noticed
was that I was in 58 pages
out of 60. No ham actor can
turn down a thing like that,
and I am a ham actor. Be-

sides, I'm like any comedian,
I've always wanted to play a
straight dramatic role. Thing
is, I've been Harpo so long
that people think of me only
as Harpo and never bother to
think I might be able to do
something e]se

But Halpo at least is clmnmg
to one facet of his character in
that he doesn’t speak. He has
spoken only once, in face, in the
past 40 years, That was some
20 years ago when he appeared
in "“The Man Who Came to Din-
ner” for a week’s run in Bucks
