Paul V. Grammo, accused

a Springfield District Court
psvchiatrist Monday.

Dr. Donald Neilson, court
psychiatrist, examined the
unemployed musician from
36 Willow St., for about an
hour at District Court, his
lawyer, Atty. Howard J.
Cotter, said.

Grammo is charged with

both at 27 Everett St., Feb.
24.

The court entered a not
guilty plea in his behalf and
ordered him held at Hamp-
den County Jail in lieu of
310,000 bail the next day.

Following the psychiatric
examination, the arson case
and an unrelated larceny
case, were continued until
March 13, for a probable
cause hearing, Cotter said.
